· Alternative plans should be made if it is felt the weather is too hot and or too sunny.

· Each person in group to carry route card and whistle and be made aware of what to do in the event of getting lost.  

· Security of site to be assessed with regard to strangers on site.  Campsite to be chosen which is experienced in dealing with children camping with supervised or remote supervision eg scout campsite or well used D of E site.

· Each group to be given mobile phone containing contact numbers for Expediction Assessors and Leaders.  Training to be given on how to identify your position in the event of getting lost.

· Group to be briefed on importance of staying together during walking and not straying from boundaries of campsite.
